THE ASEASUK RESEARCH COMMITTEE ON SOUTH EAST ASIAN STUDIES     GENERAL NOTES OF GUIDANCE FOR RESEARCH AWARDS
Eligibility 

· Applicants must be ordinarily resident in the United Kingdom, the Isle of Man, or the Channel Islands. ‘Ordinary residence’ for this purpose does not cover overseas scholars who are living in this country in order to hold appointments of one year or less, or United Kingdom citizens holding appointments overseas of more than one year.
· Most awards are made to staff employed in universities and other institutions of higher education, but applicants are not restricted by either academic or employment status. Rather, they must show that they are seeking support for advanced research at post-doctoral or equivalent level. Awards are not available for the completion of doctoral research, nor for the support of courses of study leading to professional qualifications.
· Awards cannot be made retrospectively. Applications must be made in time for them to be considered well before the research or other work to which they relate is due to begin.
Method of application
· There is a prescribed application form available from the Secretary of the Committee. This is also available on the British Academy website at: http://www.britac.ac.uk/institutes/cseas/. 
· Applications can be submitted in hard copy (by post) or as an email attachment to the Secretary before the relevant closing date.
· Applicants for research support from the Committee should bear the following information in mind:
i. The deadlines for submission of applications are 31 August (for consideration at an October/November meeting of the Committee) and 31 December (for consideration at a February/March meeting of the Committee).
ii. Applications should state the nature, aims, and methods of the research project being proposed; the persons taking part (so far as this is known); the expected duration; anticipated costs (a detailed budget for the first year and provisional costings for any subsequent years); the anticipated outputs (publications), and should indicate how the research links with the Committee’s Strategic Research Plan (http://www.britac.ac.uk/institutes/cseas/). Applicants should also ensure that references from two senior scholars (at least one from an institution other than the applicant’s own), reach the Secretary before the closing date, using the form appended to the application form. The Committee will also call on additional referees to assess an application.
iii. Travel and subsistence costs for scholars taking part in a project can be included, where appropriate, but not salaries or overheads. No scale of allowances for maintenance costs is laid down because needs vary from project to project and country to country. But these are intended only to help meet additional subsistence costs arising from the research programme. The costs of aids and equipment for research can be considered, but items purchased with the help of a Committee grant must be deposited with an institution (normally the recipient’s own, or otherwise as agreed with the Committee). Equipment does not become the personal property of the award-holder(s). Costs of publication will be a matter for separate consideration: in general, applications for support in the preparation of material for publication will be considered but subventions to publishers will not. Payment for qualified research assistance may be allowed.
iv. Even if the estimates of total costs of the research project are acceptable in themselves, the award may not cover that total cost. It is unlikely that the Committee will have the financial resources to fund the whole of a large-scale co-operative research project although it may be willing to fund a part of such a project. Awards are normally in the range of £1,000-£5,000.
Conditions of awards


The applicant must inform the Committee of any other grants — public or private — made in support of the research, or any other sources of funding being sought. After a grant has been decided or awarded, the Committee must be informed of any other grants made to the recipient. 

  The award is to support the research project described in the application. If it is proposed to vary the project or programme in any significant way, prior approval must be sought from the Committee. If the award-holder has to alter the research programme and the proposed expenditure of grant during field research abroad, he/she must inform the Secretary of the Committee in writing. 

  In cases where a project is likely to continue for more than one year, the Committee will be able to give only conditional approval to plans for the second and subsequent years, since its own budget allocations are annual. It cannot guarantee that extensions to grant will be forthcoming. It expects the period to be taken for the project as a whole to be reasonably well defined. It is not willing to make open-ended commitments. 

  The Committee expects to pay grants, either in a single sum or in instalments, to an academic institution. Responsibility for disbursing it as necessary, and subsequently accounting for it, rests with that institution. Applications should indicate the co-ordinator of the programme to whom correspondence about awards and forms of payment can be addressed. Payments of the sums awarded will normally be made in Britain when expenditure is about to be incurred. The Committee regrets that it cannot enter into correspondence about questions of taxation which may arise in relation to an award. 

  Funding for the Committee’s work is provided by the British Academy which is subject to strict Treasury rules about carry-over of grant monies from one financial year to the next. Grant-holders are urged to start work on their projects promptly and to claim the grant as soon as costs begin to be incurred. Should work be seriously delayed, the Committee may be obliged to cancel the grant and reallocate the funds, although without prejudice to its consideration of any subsequent application on its merits. 

  Recipients of awards are required to submit a report on their research at the close of the project, together with a statement of accounts. The Committee’s Secretary can be consulted about the details of the information required following the completion of the project. Applications for extension or renewal of grant must be accompanied by an interim report and a statement of expenditure. 

  Due acknowledgement of support received from the Committee should be made in any publication resulting from the research, and one copy of the publication should be sent to the Committee’s Secretary. 

  The British Academy has established a connection to the Internet and it now provides a Networked Information Service (NIS). The NIS wishes to provide information from interim and final reports from Academy funded research. Provided recipients of grants are in agreement, they are encouraged to present their project report in a form which can be made available on the Internet, or to indicate those parts of their report which they would be willing to make available to Internet users. 

  The Committee usually conducts periodic reviews of its funded research one or two years are the completion of projects. Information on publications, conference papers presented, and other subsequent activities arising from the research is normally requested from grant recipients.
