He presented the BBC4 three part series Science and Islam about the leap in scientific
knowledge that took place in the Islamic world between the 8th and 14th centuries and has contributed to many
radio programmes. He co-presented the Channel 4 documentary “The Riddle of Einstein's Brain” (2004) and
presented “Atom” (2007), a three-part series about the history of atomic physics. Next year he presents a BBC
series on chemistry and a Channel 4 series on the history of British science with Professor Stephen Hawking. His
latest book, “The House of Wisdom” is published by Penguin Press next Spring.
