The ‘ad (Middle Eastern Lute) is one of the wotlds most ancient instruments and is performed across North
Africa and the Middle East in every country from Morocco to Iran. Since the mid 20th Century, the Iraqi ‘ad
school has become recognised and revered as one of the three main schools of ‘id performance in the Middle
East, alongside the Turkish and Egyptian styles. In this lecture/performance Khyam will discuss how the Iraqi ‘id
school developed, what were its influences, how they were used and what roles some of Iraq's most highly
regarded musicians played in the process. He will also discuss its contemporary developments, the symbolic role
the Iraqi ‘4d has with respect to Iraqi culture and the status of this musical tradition today. This will be followed
by an ‘ad recital demonstrating the points discussed throughout the preceding lecture.

Khyam Allami is a young and active London based ‘ud player of Iraqi descent. He is cutrently completing an
MDMus in Performance as Research at SOAS after graduating with a BA (Hons) from the same university in 2008.
His research included a three month field trip to Cairo, Egypt (Feb-June 2009), funded by the BISI and a self
funded trip to Istanbul, Turkey in April 2010. Details about his Cairo field trip can be found in the BISI
Newsletter No. 25 (May 2010). In 2010 Khyam was the first recipient of the BBC Radio 3 World Routes Academy
scholarship which, in its first year, focused on Iraq and gave Khyam the opportunity to work with the Iraqi singer
ITham al-Madfai. The project will culminate with a concert as part of the BBC Proms at the Royal Albert Hall in
London in August 2010, broadcast live on BBC R3. http://www.khyamallami.com
