Our guest speaker Patrick Cockburn has been a senior Middle East correspondent for the correspondent of the 
Independent and previously for the Financial Times. He has been going to Iraq since 1977. Among the most 
experienced commentators on Iraq, he was one of the few journalists to remain in Baghdad during the Gulf War 
and has written three books on the country's recent history. Cockburn's on-the-ground reporting on the Iraq War 
won him the Martha Gellhorn Prize in 2005 and the James Cameron Prize in 2006. His three books on Iraq are: 
Out of the Ashes: The Resurrection of Saddam Hussein, written with his brother Andrew Cockburn prior to the 
war in Iraq, later re-published in Britain with the title Saddam Hussein: An American Obsession;  The 
Occupation: War and Resistance in Iraq mixed first hand accounts with reporting and was nominated for the 
2006 National Book Critics Circle award for nonfiction and; Muqtada Al-Sadr and the Fall of Iraq, a 
journalistic account of the recent history of the religiously and politically prominent Sadr family, the rise of 
Muqtada, and the development of the Sadrist movement since the 2003 U.S. invasion.  His books will be 
available for sale and signing on the evening.
